Britannia Yacht Club Dinner Wine List

AWS held another successful event at the Britannia Yacht
Club on May 15.

For the benefit of all members, you will find the list of
wine served during the event below:

Mitchell Watervale Reisling, 2003
Intense aromatic Riesling fruit flavours are the hallmarks
of this wine. It has a fine dry palate with a crisp acidity
and a long lingering fruit finish. This wine drinks freshly
and lively when released young but develop beautifully for
5-8 years. The fresh fruit flavours transform into the rich
toasty characters for which aged Riesling from this area is
renowned, and this wine is consistently one the Clare
Valley's best.

Tarrawarra Pinot Noir 2004
The aroma is a combination of spices with some herbal
overtones, reflecting the cool season. There are also
raspberry with a hint of vanilla. The palate has a vibrant
fruit front, with lovely acid and tannin structure. There is a
purity to the wine with complete integration of all
components. This wine has deceptive layers, and will age
well for a number of years.

Nepenthe Tryst Cabernet / Tempranillo / Zinfandel
2004

The Tryst Red is an eclectic blend, based on Adelaide Hills
Cabernet Sauvignon, Tempranillo and Zinfandel. This
combination works remarkably well, with each variety
contributing its own unique characteristics, resulting in a
fruit driven wine which is approachable and fragrant, yet is
well-structured with savoury complexity. In making the
Tryst, emphasis is placed on creating a wine that
complements and enhances a wide range of foods.

Julimar Shiraz Viognier 2004
Light- to medium-bodied; attractive spicy elements
throughout blackberry and black cherry fruit, plus the
usual viognier lift; fine tannins and overall elegance.

Fine Old Tokay
This wine has beautiful amber with orange brown tints
with sweet toffee and malt aromas. It has a smooth
textured with toffee, malt and caramel sweetness with
hints of butterscotch and orange peel.
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
